Well, Well...Teens Raising Money
to Save Lives in Nepal

While most 12-14
year old teens are getting
‘summer fever, and are
preoccupied with sports,
Twittering, Facebooking,
and preparing to take final
exams, Haddon Heights
resident, Connor Hunt, and
three of his teenage friends
are working hard to raise
$10,000 by June 11. This
money is to drill two water
wells in Nepal, where dis-
eases from unsafe water and
lack of basic sanitation kill
more people every year than
all forms of violence, includ-
ing war. 90% of these people
are little children under 5
years old. Improving sanita-
tion, hygiene and water
supply can prevent more
than 3.6% of global disease,
according to the World
Health Organization. This
project will not only provide
safe drinking water to the
community in Nepal, it will

also provide some with jobs
monitoring and helping to
dig the well!

The teens are work-
ing with an organization
called Charity Water, a non-
profit organization dedi-
cated to bringing clean, safe
drinking water to people in
developing countries.

“I'm glad we have
this opportunity to serve
others who aren't as fortu-
nate as we are,” says Connor.
“Their water is full of bacte-
ria such as e-coli and salmo-
nella, and clean water will

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Glover Mill Park Grant

The New Jersey Historic
Trust recently announced that the
Borough of Haddon Heights will
received a $50,000 Historic Site
Management Grant for the Glover
Fulling Mill Park and archaeologi-
cal site, a one acre site that was part
of the former Department of Public
Works plant and runs to Sylvan
Drive. The Borough wishes to
preserve, protect, and interpret the
historic Glover Fulling Mill archae-
ological site.

Councilwoman Rose
Fitzgerald prepared and submitted
the application for the Borough.
She noted that, “The remains of
the Glover Fulling Mill have been
protected, noted, and celebrated by
local residents for 100 years” The
Glover Fulling Mill site is listed on
the New Jersey and National Regis-
ter of Historic Places. Glover Full-
ing Mill was built in 1775 on King’s
Run, the south branch of Newton
Creek off the Delaware River. The
mill was owned and operated by the
Glover Family for nearly a century.
After the mill was abandoned, the
masonry building was allowed to
decay. Early in the 20th century
the structure was no longer stand-
ing, and an eight acre portion of the
Glover property was purchased by
the Borough. There was no distur-
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bance to the structural remains of
the mill during the Borough's stew-
ardship, but adjacent ground was
disturbed by filling and grading, as
well as the construction of a sewer
and related infrastructure.

After recently relocating
the DPW to West Atlantic Avenue,
seven acres next to the Glover Full-
ing Mill site was sold for construc-
tion of a one street, 27 single home
Smart Growth development (Full-
ing Mill Lane). A cul de sac will
end at the one acre Glover Fulling
Mill Park which will contain the
mill remains, signage, park benches
and a walking path to Sylvan Drive.
It will be a passive park - no play-
ground equipment, picnic tables or
bathroom facilities are planned as
they are provided a block away in
the existing County park.

Councilwoman Fitzgerald
said, “I am delighted and thank-
ful that New Jersey Historic Trust
awarded Haddon Heights this grant
that will provide the Borough with
the funds to secure and enhance a
unique worthwhile historical site
representing the early industry of
Haddon Heights and South Jersey.
The Glover Fulling Mill Park will
be owned by the Borough, unlike
our other historic properties - the
colonial-era houses, the passenger
