DPW is responsible for maintaining the overall look
and feel of the Borough throughout the year. We are
responsible for brush, grass and leaf collection as well
as the maintenance of Borough properties (buildings,
grass cutting, trees and fields); pothole repair, street
signs, line painting, snow removal, trash, recycling,
holiday decorations, banners and storm water
management. We also maintain the Borough’s
Sanitary Sewer System, including three sewer pump
stations.

LEAVES: Collected between OCT 15 - DEC 15 during
NOV and DEC. Please adhere to the following guidelines:

e Consider mulching your leaves as compost for your
spring planting beds.

e Lawn service contractors must remove leaves from
your property.

e Rake your leaves to the curb, NOT INTO THE
STREET, no more than 7 days prior to collection.

e Leaf piles in the street cause flooding and drainage
problems during rainstorms. Do not place leaves
closer than 10 feet from any storm sewer inlet.

¢ Do not mix leaves and brush together.

SNOW REMOVAL.: Property owners or tenants are
required to remove all snow and ice from sidewalks and
corners within 12 hours of daylight after a snowfall.
Additionally, it is helpful if you can clear the snow from in
front of fire hydrants and around storm water inlets. Itis a
violation of Borough Code to put snow into the street —
violators will be fined. DPW plows Borough streets as
quickly as possible and may make several passes,
depending on the duration and amount of snowfall.

Please remove or flatten nails to
prevent injury to our staff. Private contractors are required
to dispose of all construction or demolition debris, so
please DO NOT place these materials at the curb.

SINGLE STREAM RECYCLING: Single stream

simply means that common recyclables can be mixed
together in the same can.

Acceptable materials include: Glass jars and bottles;
aluminum and tin cans; plastics #1, #2, #4, #5 and #7,;

Members of the DVOC field trip were from left to right: William B
Evans, Frederick Sorenson, Witmer L Stone, William L Baily and
Samuel N Rhoads. These dapper-looking gentlemen were not
your ordinary fellows out for a good time, but were the incredibly
talented and well-educated members of the Delaware Valley
Ornithological Society (DVOC), formed in 1890. DVOC organized
field trips throughout the region, including this one in their
formative years at Glover’s Mill, a natural habitat for birds and
other wildlife, since the mill was inactive shortly after the end of
the Civil War (1865). More about them after the below photo:

William B Evans (1875-1964) — Attended Moorestown Friends
Academy and Westtown School, graduating from Columbia
University. Also studied at Rollins College and Harvard. As an
educator, he taught French and Natural History at Westtown School,
as well as a Quaker orphanage in Ras-el-Metn, Syria. His true
character is best revealed by an occurrence which took place in Syria
while accompanying Daniel and Emily Oliver, the British Quakers who
headed the orphanage where he taught. While on a trip, they were
overtaken by a band of Arabs, unfriendly to the English. Finding that
the Arabs felt it necessary to take the lives of the Olivers in payment
for some wrong at the hands of the British, Bacon Evans said: “These
are good people, performing a great service; if you must have a

Frederick Sorenson — DVOC notes he joined in 1900 and was
a member until at least 1937.

Witmer L Stone — Philadelphia, PA (1866-1939) —
from Germantown Academy and the University of
Pennsylvania, Class of 1887 with an A.B., followed by an A.M.
in 1891. Following his appointment as a Jessup Fund
Student at the Academy of Natural Sciences in 1888, he
joined The Academy as a professional ornithologist in 1891.
Responsible for establishing the Ornithological Section of the
Academy in May of 1891. Dr. Stone researched extensively in
the Cape May area over many years, and made Cape May
famous for birds and birders throughout the world with the
publication of the two-volume “The Birds of Old Cape May.”

William L Baily (1861-1947) — Graduated from Haverford
College, class of 1883. Architecture was his profession. He
was one of the earliest (1895) photographers in America to
take pictures of birds in their natural haunts. From his
Memoriam by William Serrill, we learn that in addition to
being the key founder of the DVOC, he often took bird trips
with well-known ornithologists of the time.

Samuel Nicholson Rhoads — Haddonfield, NJ (1862-1952)
Graduated from Westtown School in 1880, becoming a
farmer in the area now called Audubon. However, in1892 he
did special work at Harvard, eventually becoming associated
with The Academy of Natural Sciences in 1895. He made
important contributions to mammology and ornithology, and
was a frequent contributor to the Academy’s Proceedings,
with thirty-two papers published between 1891-1902.
Samuel was the original club Secretary and Treasurer, and his
initial notes revealed that “the organization meeting was
held at Baily's city residence, 1624 Arch street, then
unoccupied, and was noteworthy from the fact that the
members had to creep like burglars through a little hole in
the wood-work which boarded up the front door, and that
Reed provided a cake which satisfied the appetite of the Club
for five years - at least no further refreshment appeared at
meetings from that time until Baily launched the idea of the
annual collation which has proved so successful.”
